A battering incident occurs every 9 seconds in the United States. Last year
alone, 1,134 new Protection from Abuse (PFAs) orders were filed in Luzerne County.

Due to United Way funding last year, more than 550 children received education
on the prevention of sexual assault and abuse situations while an additional
100+ people received assistance in the form of counseling, support, and shelter.
